Cs.of A. and minor repairs and maintenance will be carried out 
by Deeside Club with no charge to the University Club, except 
for accidental damage which is the subject of an insurance claim, 
in which case the University Club would pay any excess on the 
policy. 
Bocian will have free hangarage. 
University members will have free use of the Bocian. (i.e. no 
charge to University members) 
Deeside Me mbers pay Deeside Club for flying in the Bocian. 
University Members pay Doeside Club for flying in Deeside Club 
gliders, Cat present Capstan and Swa llow) except when the Bocian 
is unservicable, then the University Club can use one Deoside 
Club glider at no cost. 
Flying list priority to be by arrangemen t between University 
Club President and Deeside C.F.I.
